Evanston residents would be hard pressed to name a local organization or
issue that the Evanston Community Foundation (ECF) has not impacted in
some way. The McGaw YMCA is no exception: through responsive and
capacity-building grants, as well as donor-advised and designated funds,
ECF is one of the McGaw YMCA's most loyal supporters.
