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SAMPLE 2018-19 GRANT AGREEMENT

In consideration of a grant of $00,000 from the Evanston Community Foundation to the Organization Name for the Grant Title, the undersigned Grantee agrees to the following terms and conditions:

· To use the grant only for the following purposes:


Impact: Evanston’s most vulnerable residents are able to access homeless services and housing through a streamlined and transparent process that removes needless trauma from the experience of homelessness while targeting limited resources where they are most needed.
Outcomes: 

1. People who need homeless services will be able to access these services and have consistent, equitable experiences doing so.

2. Resources will be allocated thoughtfully through the new system, rather than haphazardly across multiple agencies.

3. People in need will be treated fairly and their choices in services and housing opportunities honored throughout the process.

Strategies:

1. Bring four new Walk-In Centers to full operation, including one serving north suburban Cook County, by June 1, 2019. 
2. Train new Coordinated Entry staff at Connections and engage/train all Evanston partners on using new tools and approaches, with an initial round of training completed by December 31, 2018, and all training completed by June 1, 2019.
3. Conduct quarterly systems evaluation, including process measures, performance metrics, and participant satisfaction, by September 30, 2018, December 31, 2019, March 31, 2019, and June 30, 2019. 
Indicators:

1. House an average of six households experiencing chronic homelessness each month for a total of 72 households in the grant year.
2. At least 90% of homeless service agencies in the region will be trained on the Coordinated Entry process by the end of the grant year. All four homeless service agencies in Evanston (Connections, Housing Opportunity Development Corporation, Impact, and the YWCA) are expected to participate.
3. Reduce chronic homelessness by 20% in the January 2019 Point-In-Time Count as compared to January 2017 (building on the 14.4% reduction in the number of chronically homeless persons between the January 2016 and January 2017 Point-in-Time Counts).
· To repay the Evanston Community Foundation any portion of the grant that is not used for the purposes of the grant as set forth above. 
· To use the grant only during the grant period of July 1, 2018 through June 30, 2019. 
· To notify the Foundation of any pending/contemplated change to the funded project or its scheduled completion date. Any changes to the organization, program or personnel as they relate to the funded project must be communicated to the Evanston Community Foundation Program Officer as soon as possible to confirm Foundation approval.

· To submit to the Evanston Community Foundation full and complete reports on how funds are spent and the progress made in accomplishing the purposes of the grant. An interim progress report will be due no later than December 3, 2018. A final report will be due no later than July 15, 2019 or earlier at the request of the Foundation.

· To support site visits or other program evaluation conducted by the Foundation during the course of the grant period. 
· To maintain adequate supporting records of grant expenditures consistent with generally accepted accounting practices. 

· To continue to qualify as a tax-exempt organization under section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code -- and not as a private foundation as defined in section 509(a) of the Code -- and that it will notify the Foundation immediately if the Internal Revenue Service (IRS) proposes to revoke or change the grantees exempt status. 
· There is no agreement, oral or written, that directs that the grant funds be used for lobbying activities. The grantee has the right to engage in lobbying that does not exceed limits imposed by Internal Revenue Code Section 501(c)(3) or, if applicable, Sections 501(h) and 4911. Grantee also may engage in unlimited, nonpartisan policy activities that are not lobbying or that constitute an exception to lobbying as defined by Section 501(c)(3).

· No funds may be used for partisan political activities, which are prohibited under Section 501(c)(3). However, grantee may engage in unlimited nonpartisan voter education and engagement activities consistent with the law.
· To acknowledge support from the Evanston Community Foundation, regardless of the funding source within the foundation, in appropriate printed and online materials such as press releases, social media, newsletters, printed programs, etc. The Foundation appreciates any photos or other information on this grant for our future use. Copies of the printed materials should be included with the final report. 
The grant will be paid in two installments, the first upon receipt of the signed grant agreement and the second in December 2018, upon receipt and Evanston Community Foundation approval of an interim report.
